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Questions

Q: Bernardo Ramirez : Is there a difference between public and private healthcare organizations in their operations, outcomes or other areas? Do they have different healthcare management human and other resources?
A: Kamal Tashtemirov : There is almost no difference between public and private healthcare, equipment is the same. Citizens get to public hospitals more often because it is free for them

Q: Steven Howard: Please explain more detail about payment of hospitals and physicians.  I understand most money comes through government, but is payment based on utilization (Fee-For-Service model)?  Or de-coupled from utilization (like salary, global budgets, capitation, etc)?  Do hospitals use DRGs or some other payment model?

Q: Rhonda BeLue : To piggyback on Steven Howards question, how common are value-based payment methods?

A: Kamal Tashtemirov: Insurance pays for case (patient). For example, acute appreciate costs 150 000 tenge. To the insurance company will pay this sum to the hospital. But there is disadvantage: if there is expensive equipment insurance doesn't pay more. Big clinics do have DRG model. for example Cardio National Centre

Q: Gunjan Bansal: Are their national accreditation bodies including inter-professional education in their registration and accreditation requirements? If not, would your team make efforts in this direction ?

A: Kamal Tashtemirov: Sure. we have JCI standard. But not all clinics do have it. In future we plan all clinics have it
